	The Euston Tap is a new venture located in the Grade II listed Portland stone lodge, which is a leftover from the original station building. Eight changing cask ales are offered alongside twenty craft beers and 150 bottled beers. All the taps are located on the rear wall, and blackboards clearly list the available draught beers. The bottled beers are displayed in fridges – note the price brackets are given on the top of each fridge. Some of the bottles are expensive, so do check the price before you buy. The pub is small, with a spiral staircase leading up to a lounge area and the unisex toilet cubicle. There is external seating in the heated garden. If you are hungry in the evenings, the pub will send out for pizza for you. 
The Cider Tap is expected to open in the lodge opposite during November 2011, under the same management, selling cider on draught and in bottles from more than 100 cider farms in the UK and France.
